Update

e The new watermains on Madison Street and Medici Place have now been installed. The next phase
is to commission the watermains and put them into service. Properties on these streets will now
have their individual water lines transferred from the old watermains to the new watermains.

e A new water service line will be brought up to the property line where a new water service box will
also be installed. Where possible your water line will be brought up to the property line using
trenchless methods. However, the area around the water service box will be excavated.
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When?

e We expect to start work on or about the week of May 22, 2017 on Madison Street and Medici Place.
e The project should be completed by the end of October 2017. All work is under warranty for two
years from the completion date.

e We will start restoring the road when all water system replacements and transfers are complete,
and as weather permits.
